Data Provider

sTypically sends as shapefile format
*Haz own file naming standard

CGIA (Ingest)

sRenames files according to CGIA standards
*|mports shapefile into enterprise DBMS as a SDE

s ArcCatalog automatically alters file name by adding
preceding administrative information (i.e.,
anemappil..\filename

CGIA (Data Transfer Preparation)

*Exports SDE to shapefile

#Renames file to make more "human readable” and to follow
MC Archives naming standard [i.e., name_name_yyyymmdd)

*Also renames file to eliminate preceding administrative
information. File name = Title name

NC State Archives (Data Receipt)

done, edit in ArcCatalog

Our catalog (MARS) system is currently at the tail end of
a complete overhaul.

Currently no place to capture preservation metadata in
MARS.

Will require manual data entry up front.

Script to extract FGDC metadata to MARS will need to
be written.Will it work?
