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Challenges to Preserving GIS Records

State and Local Agencies do not have unlimited funds to
preserve GIS data;

Under recently enacted legislation, the State Archives will
receive $5.00 for each deed filed with the Register of Deeds
offices to use for “offsetting the costs of the Archives and
Records Management Program;

Local Government Agencies can charge a fee for answering
GIS record requests in accordance with Public Records Law;

Local governmental participation in sharing data is voluntary;



Challenges to Preserving GIS Records

State and Local Government GIS records retention schedules
will not be published until NC One Map is established as an
authoritative and trustworthy source for the transfer archival
GIS records to the State Archives;

Permanent funding for storage

Engagement with state and local government agencies on
records scheduling and archival preservation
